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On June 20, 1920, Americus Troop 1 left for a trip of two weeks duration to attend
an unofficial general Boy Scout encampment at Lake Junalaska, North Carolina. The trip
was led by Reverend Silas Johnson. George Walker went on the trip to assist Reverend
Johnson. The trip was made by truck rather than train so that side trips could be made
for sightseeing. The fourteen scouts who went were: John Sheffield, Carl Humber,
George Ellis, Sam Lott, Benjamin McMath, Walter Stapleton, Sr., G. W. Harris, Charles
Glover, Edwin Gammage, Robert Buchanan, Walter Reeves, James Furlow, and Minor
Walker. The entire group returned safe after a great trip on July 3. Since the photo
contains more that sixteen people, it must have scouts from other groups. Seated barefoot
to the extreme left is Walter Stapleton, Sr., and in the center foreground is Charles
Glover.
